	Communication
	The ability to convey both verbal and written information clearly between individuals and groups and to adapt formats and contents to different audiences and purposes.

	Digital competence
	The ability to use digital technologies critically and responsibly for learning and work. This could range from data visualisation and basic programming skills to data engineering, understanding and writing algorithms, and analysing large data sets.

	Global intercultural competence
	This encompasses foreign language skills, the knowledge required to understand how global society functions, the ability to interact effectively and appropriately with people from different cultural backgrounds, and also to collaborate with them to find solutions to global problems.
